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Grammar Log Instructions
For each essay I return to you with comments you will record your errors in your grammar log. I will mark the first instance of a particular error with the appropriate symbol (or a comment) and indicate how to correct it. I will not mark that same error again, though you may have made it several times throughout the essay.
Your  task will be to locate every instance of each error throughout the essay. Go through your paper and highlight or underline all your grammar that error, numbering them as you go. Then record the number of times you made that error. Finally you must record the first two instances of that error, and correct each of them, on the log sheet. I will, of course, expect you to correct every instance in the final draft of the essay. 
Example

symbol:

p/a 

original: 
Everyone worked hard to change their view. 

correction: 
Everyone worked hard to change his view. 

Your grammar log for each essay will be due one week following after I return the draft to you with my comments on it. Be sure to save your logs since you must include it in your portfolio at the end of the semester.

You will have a total of five logs, one for each of five essays: the diagnostic essay and the four essays you will write outside of class.
