• Thirteenth Amendment–Neither slavery or 

involuntary servitude shall exist in the United States.

• Fourteenth Amendment–all persons born or 

naturalized in the US are citizens of the US and no 

states shall make or enforce any law that abridge 

the privileges or immunities of the citizens of the US, 

nor shall any state deprive any person of life, liberty 

or property, without due process of the law, nor 

deny any person within its jurisdiction protection of 

the law.

• Fifteenth Amendment–The right of citizens of the US 

to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the US or 

by any state on account of race, color, or previous 

condition of servitude.
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[image: image5.emf]• Radical Republicans–strong anti-slavery views 

controlled the party following the end of the Civil 

War.

• Civil Rights Act of 1866, extending citizenship to 

anyone born in the US and gave full equality under 

the law, was vetoed by President Andrew Johnson.

• Enforcement Act of 1870–applied specific sanctions 

for interfering with the right to vote as protected by 

the 15th Amendment.

• Civil rights Act of 1872–known as the anti Ku Klux 

Klan Act–made it a federal crime for anyone to use 

law or custom to deprive an individual of his or her 

rights, privileges, and immunities secured by the 

Constitution or by any federal law.

• Second Civil Rights Act of 1875-it declared 

that everyone is entitled to full and equal 

enjoyment of public accommodations, 

theaters, and other places of public 

amusement, and imposed penalties for 

violators.

• Civil Rights Cases of 1883–invalidated the 

1875 Civil Rights Act.

• Federal troops leave the South in 1877.

• White primary–restricted voting to whites 

only.

• Smith v. Allwright(1944).

• Grandfather clause-Restricted voting 

franchise to those who could prove that their 

grandfathers had voted before 1867.

• Poll taxes–required payment of a fee to vote.

• Eliminated in 1964, with ratification of the 

Twenty-fourth Amendment.

• White flight”–whites moved out of areas, 

from urban to suburban.

• Segregation academies–in some school 

districts became 100% nonwhite because 

white parents sent their children to private 

schools.

• Central High School in Little Rock (1957).

• University of Mississippi (1962).

• Federal government intervenes.
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• De facto segregation–occurs because of past social 

and economic conditions and residential patterns.

• De jure segregation–racial segregation that occurs 

because of laws or administrative decisions by public 

agencies.

• Courts ordered school districts to bus children from 

one district to another to achieve greater racial 

balance within schools.

• Courts decided that if the racial segregation was the 

result of residential segregation that resulted from 

private decision making and economics, its effects 

may be ignored entirely.
