1. Exams are different from tutorials. Tutorials guide learners to achieve certain goals by providing detailed step by step instructions. On the very contrary,  exams test you on how much and how well you have learned from tutorials by specifying what you need to achieve, challenging you to meet those specifications, but without offering you step by step instructions.

3. Close books, close neighbors … but open minds and be active in thinking.

  

4. To evaluate your ability to solve the problems independently is the goal of the exam, therefore you need to concentrate on the exam and solve the problems independently. However, if you have questions regarding the descriptions of the problems, please do not hesitate to ask your instructor, who will be glad to clarify your doubts. 

2. Please read the problem description thoroughly before working on the problem, so that you can plan the appropriate use of your time. Do not waste your time on a single troublesome problem which actually may be worth 2 or 3 points only. Come back to deal with it after you have solved easier problems.
3. Unless required by the problem description, do not create any unnecessary new words, sentences or paragraphs.

6. Just a reminder, please save your work periodically to avoid unnecessary loss of your work due to inadvertent mistakes.
